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The Polling Place for Precinct 404 is County Line Moose Lodge 2427 at 15695 E Colonial Drive. 

Precinct 404 (2024) northern boundary follows along a section of East Colonial Drive. The western 
boundary follows along North Avalon Park Boulevard; the southern boundary follows along a road 
combination starting from Golden Isle Boulevard to Sunflower Trail, Naomi Road, Bearle Road and 
extends down to Wiles Way. The eastern boundary follows along the Econlockhatchee River. 

404S is with district assignments of U.S. Congress 10, State Senate 17, State House 35, County 
Commission 4, and School Board 1.
