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The Polling Place for Precinct 790 is Quest Church at 1450 Citrus Oaks Avenue.

Precinct 790 (2026) northern boundary follows Old Winter Garden Road and extends to
Rose Lake Shore Lane. The western and southern boundaries follow Woodlawn
Cemetery Road and extends to Wilkening Farm Road. The eastern boundary is South
Apopka Vineland Road.

Precinct 790S is with district assignments of U.S. Congress 11, State Senate 15, State
House 41, County Commission 7, School Board 4, and Soil & Water 2.
